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TRANSFER ADMISSION ELIGIBILITY: 
 

A transfer student will be required to complete 60 semester/90 quarter CSU transferable units including a minimum of 30 
semester/45 quarter units in General Education (GE) courses with a minimum GPA of 2.0; this includes completion of Areas 
A1, A2, A3, and B4 (the “Golden 4”) with a grade of C- or higher in each course (nine units from English composition, oral 
communications, critical thinking and three units from quantitative reasoning). 
 

CERTIFICATION REQUESTS:  
 

A student planning to transfer to the California State University system should request to have their GE units certified by 
Compton College (CC) by submitting a Request for Certification to the Admissions and Records Office, during their last 
semester of attendance at CC.
