


Working with Students
Have students complete the CITI
modules. 
Check to see if any collaborators also
have an IRB. Get letter of approval
from collaborating institution.
Consider having specific directions
for your department such as specific
text for different sections. 
Embed consent into the surveys, i.e.
“Click here to accept, click here to
exit”
Avoid imprecise terms as much as
possible 

Think Yoda: do or do not, there is
no try. 
We'll do X, and if X doesn't work,
we'll do Y. 
Avoid terms like probably or
mostly.

Review templates on IRB website BUT
put in the information for YOUR
study.
