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MODE – The most frequent number in the data set 

Example 4: Find the mode for the data set: 19, 19, 34, 3, 10, 22, 10, 15, 25, 10, 6. 

 The number that occurs the most is number 10, mode = 10. 

Example 5: Find the mode for the data set: 19, 19, 34, 3, 10, 22, 10, 15, 25, 10, 6, 19. 

 Number 10 occurs 3 times, but also number 19 occurs 3 times, since there is no number that occur 4 

times both numbers 10 and 19 are mode, mode = {10, 19}. 

Notes:   Mode is always the number from the data set. 

 Mode can take zero, one, or more than one values. (There can be zero modes, one mode, two modes, …) 

  

 

Shape of a Data Set 
 

Relationship between mean and median, in most cases, can describe the shape of data set (histogram).
